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Lake Wendouree is the jewel in Ballarat” s crown.
Located just over one kilometre from the Town Hall it is
easy to access.

It is a 6km (1-2 hour) walk around the lake and provides
you with some fantastic sunsets, especially in summer.
The lake offers opportunities for fishing, sailing, rowing,
cycling, and has playground and BBQ facilities.

Located next to Lake Wendouree, these gardens are
one of Australia® s most significant cool climate gardens
that feature a remarkable collection of mature trees and
marble statues set amongst colourful beddmg displays.
