Il Resident Registration

Procedure at a Municipal Office:
1. Notification (Change) of Place of Residence
2. Joining of Health Insurance Program

[l. Notification (Change) of Place of Residence]

Under the new residency management system foreign residents are to be entered in Japan’s Basic
Resident Registration System (according to the changes in the Basic Resident Registration Law made on
9th of July, 2012). With the changes in the law, foreign residents will be listed on the Basic Resident
Registration along with Japanese residents. The “Alien Registration Act” has been abolished since then,
and the foreigners staying legally in Japan longer than 3 months such as mid-to long-term should notify
their settling residence to Justice of Ministry. To register the residence, one can advance the procedure
by filling a “moving-in” application or “notice of change of address” to the municipality in the Basic
Resident Registration System. These procedures should be basically completed by the applicant
him/herself or a head of household. However, if necessary, the applicant can ask an agent to file such a

document for him/her with a written letter of proxy.

Those who have come to Japan for the first time and settled in Inagawa
Those who have received a resident card at a port of entry/departure (*) are asked to:

@ Visit Inagawa Town Hall with following documents:
* their resident card or special permanent resident certification
* passport
NOTICE: In case of a family applying for the registration, the proof of relationship
of the family might be requested.
For example: the marriage certification, birth certification, etc.
@ Notify the Ministry of Justice where you live
% By completing residence registration at Inagawa Town Hall
% To complete it, please fill a “moving-in” application format and submit it at
Jumin-Ka (Citizen’s Division) NO.4
@ within 14 days of finding a place to settle down.
(*) This includes those in possession of a passport stating “A resident card will be issued later”.

In this case, please bring your passport to your municipal’s office and follow the necessary procedures.

NOTE: The new mid-to long —term residents who have changed their resident status must report where

they live.



Those who have moved into Inagawa from another district

@ visit Inagawa Town Hall with:
* their resident card
% special permanent resident certification
(or equivalent certification such as foreign register card)
% “moving-out” certification
@ notify the Ministry of Justice where you live
% By completing residence registration at Inagawa Town Hall
% To complete it, please fill a “moving-in” application format or “notice of change of
address” and submit it at Jumin-Ka (Citizen’s Division) NO.4.

@ within 14 days of finding a place to settle down.

NCAUTION!

1) Whenever you are going to move your residence inside or outside of Inagawa, you should notify the
changes of your address by filling the “notice of change of address”. Please complete the process at
Jumin-Ka (Citizen’s Division) NO.4.

2)  You will own the penalties whenever you:
% submit a false notification
% violate the obligation to submit a notification relating to any of the notifications required of
mid-to long-term residents
% violate the obligation concerning receipt, carrying or mandatory presentation of your resident

card

|2. Joining of Health Insurance Program|

According to the new residency management system, please be aware that the foreigners staying in
Japan legally more than 3 months and those who are less than 75-year-old are encouraged to join the
national health insurance at residential administration if the one does not have health insurance of a
workplace (health insurance association, society KEN PO, mutual benefit aid association and national
health insurance association) and the person who does not receive welfare benefits by the shape of the

foreigner resident.

Fee
It is calculated based on the household construction on the basic resident register from July 9, 2012 and

annual income of the year before.
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
